To be eligible to start in the Gold Chip Championship Trot a horse must start in at least one race or an open trot race run by Southern Harness 
Racing Clubs (Gore HRC, Central Otago TC, Roxburgh TC, Wyndham HRC, Northern Southland TC, Forbury Park TC, Riverton TC, Invercargill HRC and 
Waikouaiti TC) in the period from 27th December 2024 through to 2nd February 2025. The 'R' rating horses must win their second respective race at one of 
the Southern Harness meetings to be eligible 3.Field selection for the Gold Chip Championship will operate as follows: Most wins at a Southern Harness 
Club meeting during that period,  most 2nds at a Southern Harness Club meeting during that period, most 3rds at a Southern Harness Club meeting during 
that period, then Club Discretion.
